1. Freedom of Religion and Belief in the Occupied Territories

In the occupied territories of Georgia, in the occupied Abkhazia and in the occupied part of
Shida Kartli (Tskhinvali region), the situation with regard to freedom of religion is extremely diffi-
cult, in particular the right to life, freedom of religion, freedom of expression — expression of faith
through confession, preaching, observance of rules and rituals; freedom of movement, the right
to education in the mother tongue of ethnically Georgian Orthodox Christians are violated.

The hard situation in the occupied territories of Georgia is constantly reflected in the annu-
al reports of international organizations. In this regard, Annual Reports of the US Department of
State on International Religious Freedom in the world are of particular importance. Specifically,
the 2018 report states, that “... Abkhazia and South Ossetia are occupied by Russia and remain
without central government control. It is still difficult to obtain reliable information from these
regions ... Representatives of the Georgian Orthodox Church still cannot perform religious services
in the territories occupied by Russia. *” It is also mentioned in the report that information on the
occupied territories of Georgia was provided by the Government of Georgia and the State Agency
for Religious Issues.

The illegal process of “borderization” is worth noting, which is a major problem for the Georgian
population. In the occupied Tskhinvali region, total length of the occupation line is more than 350
km. Total length of razor wire and barbed wire fences along the occupation line is more than 53 km
and in occupied Abkhazia, the length of the occupation line is about 145 km. The overall length of
illegally arranged fences, barbed wires and trenches exceeds 48 km. Illegal prossess of “borderiza-
tion” continues.

Illegal arrests take place systematically. According to available information, due to illegal crossing
of the artificial border in the occupied territories, Tskhinvali de-facto regime arrested 619 citizens
in 2019 (including: 175 citizens were charged for so-called border crossings and 265 citizens — for
boundery line crossings), seven people were detained at the artificially drawn boundary line in Ab-
khazia.

It is noteworthy that the imprisonment of Dr. Vazha Gaprindashvili in the Tskhinvali isolator has
caused outrage in the international society.

Due toillegal “borderization”, it is difficult for the Georgian Orthodox population in the villages of
Gori district to reach the cemeteries; also, they have limited access to the following churches:

In the village of Kirbali:
1. St. George’s Church of Lomisa;
2. St. George’s Church (it is dangerous to go there without being accompanied by the police);

3. Niche of Mother of Jesus (it is dangerous to go there without being accompanied by the
police);

All rights of ethnic Georgians (to property, freedom of movement, education, religion and belief,
prayer, etc.) are violated and restricted in the occupied territories. Similarly, children’s rights are
violated and restricted, which further complicates difficult situation of the population living in the
occupied territories.

1.1. Situation in the Occupied Territories in 2018-2019
1.1.1. Occupied Tskhinvali Region (2018-2019)

According to various sources, up to 4,000 Georgians live in the occupied Tskhinvali region. During
the reporting period, illegal construction of Russian Orthodox Church (Holy Trinity Church) in the oc-
cupied city of Tskhinvali was completed, which was built on the site of the Georgian former school®.
Another Russian Church (named after St. John the Baptist) is under construction in the ,Moscow*”
settlement of Tskhinvali’. Both constructions are led by a priest, Sergei Kokoev, who is under the
jurisdiction of the Diocese of Vladikavkaz and Alania of the Moscow Patriarchate. His biography
posted on the site of the same diocese states that the priest participated in the 2008 war against the
Georgians and received military awards3.

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In 2019, graduate clergymen of theological institutions were sent to assist army commanders in
the Russian military units on the occupied territories of Georgia — Abkhazia and Tskhinvali region
for three years. The Patriarch of the Georgian Orthodox Church sent a protest letter regarding this.

In general, two Orthodox religious organizations operate illegally on the occupied territory of the
Tskhinvali region — the church, opened to the soldiers of the Russian army, belongs to the Russian
Orthodox Patriarchate, at the same time there is a local, self-proclaimed “Diocese of Alania”. Some
of the Ossetian parishioners visit the church subordinated to the “Diocese of Alania”, and the de-fac-
to authorities visit a temple built for the Russian soldiers. It happened so on Easter 2019, when
high-ranking officials of the self-proclaimed separatist South Ossetia went to the church belonging to
the Russian army?. In most of the other Orthodox churches, where the Georgian Orthodox clergy ex-
iled from the occupied territories cannot serve, the clergy of the self-proclaimed “Diocese of Alania”
serve. It is known, that the Bishop of the self-proclaimed “Diocese of Alania” is Ambrose Metoneli
(Bairdi)?, but the priest Jacob Khetagurov is conducting service.

The self-proclaimed “Diocese of Alania” canonically does not belong to any of the official patri-
archates. Because of this Ossetian separatists were forced to contact the so-called Greek “Synod of
Cyprian”, which was in the Eucharist union with the anti-Moscow group of the Russian Immigrant
Church and generally advocated the schismatic church groups. On January 31, 2003 the “Holy Synod
of the Church of the Cyprian” discussed and satisfied the Ossetians’ request for its subordination?;
The self-proclaimed “Diocese of Alania” has begun its anti-Georgian ecclesiastical and political ac-
tivity in the parish since its establishment; The active process of appropriation of monuments of
Georgian church culture, of their connection with the Ossetian origin and conversion of architectural
monuments was underway”.

Most of the Georgian clergymen of the Diocese of Nikozi and Tskhinvali of the Georgian Ortho-
dox Patriarchate are displaced and could not serve. There are only a few Georgian clergy, several
churches and one nunnery in the occupied territory, and only in the Akhalgori district; these are:
the Church of the Virgin Mary of Akhalgori, St. Theodore Tyrone Church of Largvisi (6th — 8th cc.),
the Church of the Virgin Mary of Mosabruni (8th — 9th cc.), the Church of Virgin Mary of Tsirkoli (9th
cent.) and the Church of St. George of Tsirkoli (late Middle Ages); the only Monastery of St. Beri
Alegsi of Ikoti (18th cent.) is functioning. Internally Displaced in Akhalgori district, the Metropolitan

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Isaiah of the Diocese of Nikozi and Tskhinvali and the members of the monastery, risking their lives,
are trying to protect the cultural heritage sites from destruction. With their efforts, the main church
of the Khofa Monastery (13th century), which was on the verge of collapse, was roofed.

The information we have obtained during the reporting period, include only a small part of the
churches and monasteries remaining on the occupied territory that were arbitrary restored, roughly
interfered and reconstructed:

2018:

1. lllegal construction works were carried out at St. Jvari Church of Tighva (according to old divi-
sion, Znauri district). Local people are aware that such changes are planned in the future too. Here,
illegal service is conducted by the clergymen of the self-proclaimed “Diocese of Alania”.

2. lllegal construction works were carried out in the cross-in-square church (14th century) of the
village of Tsunari (now “Khetagurovi”, according to old division — Tskhinvali district). Previously, the
altar space was painted in Russian style, the old stone iconostasis adorned with carved relief images
was painted with a whitish-rose color. The priests of the “Diocese of Alania” serve illegally in this
church too.

2019:

1. In the Zghuderi Church of St. George the interior was first painted in Russian style, then a
concrete iconostasis was built in a non-traditional form, ceramic tiles were laid on the floor and
a staircase leading to the temple was made, thus endangering historical archeology. We note that
Zghuderi Church of St. George is located (according to old division) in Tskhinvali region. The hall
church belongs to the 17th century and was built by Mary the wife of the King Vakhtang V of Kartli.
The Georgian Asomtavruli inscription on the eastern facade of the church tells us on the construc-
tion and the ktitor of the church: Priests from the self-proclaimed “Diocese of Alania” perform illegal
service in this church too.

2. lllegal works were also carried out at the historical Geri St. George’s Church, which is located in
the Tskhinvali region, according to old division. The bell tower erected on the western corner of the
Church was destroyed. The hall church was built in the 14th-15th centuries. Here too, priests of the
“Diocese of Alania” conduct illegal service.

All of these work permits are issued by local, self-proclaimed South Ossetian authorities. in addi-
tion, there is no preliminary research and subsequent project, on which a restoration is usually based.
It is also noteworthy, that works are performed by unprofessional craftsmen who do not have rele-
vant experience (working on cultural heritage sites), which reflects the quality of the work performed.

Recently, it became known that illegal construction works are planned at another St. George’s
Church in Tskhinvali (Red Church)?. The above mentioned Church was heavily damaged during hostil-
ities and in case of construction works there is a high likelihood that the Church will lose its original
appearance and the Georgian historical trace will be erased.

As aresult of illegal, improper and unprofessional construction works the historical monuments
are in danger and artefacts are destroyed and lost. During the construction of Akhalgori-Tskh-

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invali, Akhalgori-lkoti highway (2014-2018), according to the witnesses, archaeological artefacts
were found, the identity and whereabouts of which are currently unknown. The resident of the
occupied Akhalgori district took a bronze figure, found in the surroundings of his house to the
Georgian-controlled territory, which was purchased by the wine company “Chateau Mukhrani”
and on September 30, 2018 the company presented it to the National Museum of Georgia. In
general, black archeology is raging on the occupied territories and this devastating process is not
controlled as well as illegal restoration. In the Tskhinvali region, it is believed to be acting legally,
despite the fact, that all international resolutions regarding the rehabilitation of the monuments
are violated.

It should be noted, that after the occupation of the Tskhinvali region, none of the international
organizations responsible for monitoring the state of cultural heritage can enter the occupied terri-
tory. UNESCO, BLUE SHIELD, ICOM and ICOMOS cannot fulfill their direct duties.

1.1.2. Occupied Abkhazia (2018-2019)

The situation in the occupied Abkhazia in terms of religion is very difficult. The local Georgian
population is expelled from the largest part of the territory and no liturgy is conducted in Georgian
at non of the Georgian Orthodox churches.

According to various sources, 16 000 Georgians live in the Gali district. Although local Georgians
have rebuilt several churches, liturgy in Georgian is not conducted in any of the Orthodox churches
in occupied Abkhazia. The Georgian population of Gali is in need of a Georgian clergyman, as they
move to Zugdidi, to exercise their religious rights especially on great religious holidays, to attend
religious services there. That is often associated with great dangers. And this is when the clergy of
the Abkhazian Diocese of the Patriarchate of Orthodox Church of Georgia are ready to move to Gali
and perform the liturgy.

There is no Georgian school in the Gali district. The Georgian population is forced to leave their
homes and move to Zugdidi to get education in Georgian and maintain their native language.

In recent years there have been many cases of restriction of movement of Georgian Orthodox pa-
rishioners and clergy. The Georgian parish and the Georgian clergy subordinate to the Patriarchate
of Georgia are not allowed to attend the liturgy and perform religious services in the churches re-
mained out of the dividing line. Despite such a difficult situation, the Georgian Apostolic Autoceph-
alous Orthodox Church is taking active steps to strengthen the dialogue.

1.2. Activities of the State Agency for Religious Issues Regarding the Occupied Territories

The State Agency for Religious Issues at all official or unofficial visits and meetings, emphasizes
difficult situation regarding freedom of religion in the occupied territories.

In the photo album of the The State Agency for Religious Issues, “Religions in Georgia”, a special
space was dedicated to the topic of occupation, which reflected the hard situation of the Georgian
Orthodox cult buildings in the occupied territories of Abkhazia and Tskhinvali region. At the pres-

entation of the photo album the video footage depicting the Georgian Orthodox churches in the
occupied territories was shown, which was distributed as DVDs to the invited guests and the repre-
sentatives of the diplomatic corps.

It should be noted that the Agency is planning a new project in the near future concerning the
description of the situation in the occupied territories of Georgia which will be published.

The topic of the fourth interreligious conference “Religions on the Georgia’s Way to European
Integration” held by the State Agency for Religious Issues in 2019, concerned the issue of occupa-
tion. The conference adopted a declaration stating: “We condemn abduction and killing of civilians
in the occupied territories of Georgia; as well as all facts of gross alteration, closure, or destruction
of religious buildings with a purpose of erasing ethnic-historical traces; We oppose facts of restriction
of freedom of religion and belief in the occupied territories of Georgia and support the process of

restoring Georgia’s territorial integrity “.

The State Agency for Religious Issues in all its reports highlights the situation regarding freedom
of religion in the occupied territories of Georgia and this problem is addressed in the annual reports,
describing difiicult situation of ethnic Georgian Orthodox clergy, parishioners and the Georgian Or-
thodox cult buildings.

1.3. Restriction of Movement of Ethnically Georgian Orthodox Clergy to the Occupied
Territories of Georgia

Movement of ethnically Georgian Orthodox clergy into the occupied territories of Georgia is com-
pletely prohibited in the occupied territories of Abkhazia and Tskhinvali. Movement is permitted
only in Akhalgori and even there it is subject to severe restrictions and harassment.

The de facto administration of the occupied Tskhinvali region closes the so-called checkpoints
without any prior warning thus movement of the Georgian Orthodox clergy to and from the
occupied territory is restricted for a long time. Accordingly, they are not allowed to worship in
their native language for the Georgian parish. In September 2019 there was a case when the
separatists and occupants closed the so-called checkpoint for several months leaving several
Georgian Orthodox clergymen stuck in the occupied territory beyond the dividing line, and the
Metropolitan Isaiah of the Tskhinvali diocese along with other clergymen, could not move to the
occupied part.

Unfortunately, the separatists, not even solve this problem but rather Sonia Khubaeva, a person
in charge of religious matters in the de-facto administration of the occupied Tskhinvali region, cites
abusive epithets about the Georgian Orthodox Patriarch, calls him as “Fascist”, and the functioning
of the Nunnery of the Patriarchate of Georgia in the occupied territory and the presence of the
clergymen there as illegal®. In recent years, separatist government media reported that Georgian
priests were offered to join the jurisdiction of the “Diocese of Alania”, otherwise they had to leave
the area®”. In 2017, in the occupied territory of the Tskhinvali region, it was reported that a Georgian

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Orthodox man was arrested when he was going to the church to light candles to celebrate his son’s
birthday and Christmas®. This fact was reflected in the reports of the US Department of State.

1.4. General Description of the Situation of Freedom of Religion in the Occupied Territories
Before the Reporting Period

In all reports, the State Agency for Religious Issues describes the difficult situation in the occupied
territories of Georgia in terms of freedom of religion, protection of religious rights of human beings,
thus once again demonstrates illicit and cruel treatment towards the Georgian Orthodox clergymen
and parishioners as well as against Georgian Orthodox cult buildings in the occupied territories of
Georgia.

1.4.1. Occupied Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia

During occupation, mane cases of conversion, demolition of cult buildings and restriction of free-
dom of religion of the Georgian Orthodox people have been systematically observed in the Occupied
Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia, for example:

In 2009 there was an attempt to intimidate the Georgian-speaking population of Gali and to
profane their sanctities. As Tornike Kilanava, deputy head of the representation of the legitimate
government of Abkhazia in Samegrelo-Zemo Svaneti, said: “the Georgians living in the conflict zone
decided to erect crosses at the entrances and centers of the villages after the clerics were expelled
from Upper Abkhazia and the liturgy in Georgian was ceased. It was at these crosses that the Geor-
gian population carried out church rituals, but the occupants did not allow them to do so, they
dispersed the population, trampled the crosses, and threatened the population with a more brutal
retribution in case of a similar incident.

That same year, Georgian clerics were expelled from the Gali district. This was also reflected in a
report of the US Department of State: “In March 2009, the de facto authorities of Abkhazia accused
the Georgian Orthodox priests of espionage and expelled them from Abkhazia on April 4, 2009.
In early April 2009, the de facto authorities of Abkhazia expelled four Georgian monks and three
nuns from the Azhara monastery of St. George in Kodori Gorge on the grounds that they did not
recognize the de facto authorities of Abkhazia in the Kodori Gorge. According to press reports, the
monks and nuns were taken to Sokhumi, where they were interrogated and forced to take Abkhazian
“passports”. They refused to accept the documents, saying they served only the Georgian Orthodox
Church. After that, they were expelled from Abkhazia. The monks crossed the administrative border

SARI reported that although GOC Metropolitan of Nikozi and Tskhinvali Diocese Isaiah Chanturia continued his work
in South Ossetia, he did not leave the diocese fearing he would be unable to return to fulfill his religious duties.

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on the Enguri Bridge and moved to a controlled territory of Georgia, during which Russian soldiers
fired in the air for five minutes, apparently to scare the people waiting for the monks on the bridge”?.

The existing problems were not further eliminated. Restrictions on religious activities are still
ongoing in the occupied territories, especially against the clergymen and parishioners of the Geor-
gian Orthodox Church; And this is when the representatives of the Armenian Apostolic, Catholic
and Evangelical Lutheran Churches move there without any problem, which, of course, is fully in
line with fundamental human rights. Our only concern is that such an elementary right cannot be
enjoyed only by the Georgian clergymen of the Orthodox Church of Georgia.

1.4.2. Difficult Condition of the Georgian Cult Buildings in the
Occupied Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia

In the Orthodox churches, on the territories of occupied Abkhazia and Tskhinvali regions (with the
exception of several churches in Akhalgori district), where the Georgian clergy cannot worship, there
are many cases of original alteration, arbitrary conversion and damage of the churches.

It should be noted that Russia has not yet implemented the relevant articles and protocols of the
1954 Hague Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed Conflict, which
would have been one of the guarantees for the protection of cultural heritage sites in Abkhazia. On
October 16, 2010, an agreement was signed between the Ministries of Culture of the self-proclaimed
Republic of Abkhazia and the Russian Federation on the “State Protection, Study and Promotion of
Cultural and Historical Monuments”. However, instead of restoration, intentional destruction on the
Georgian historical-cultural heritage began.

According to eyewitnesses, the churches and monasteries in the occupied territory of Abkhazia,
which were restored in recent years, almost lost their original appearance, which directly violates
paragraphs 4 and 5 of the Venice Charter, which reads: Paragraph 4. “It is essential to the conserva-
tion of monuments that they be maintained on a permanent basis”; paragraph 5. “The conservation
of monuments is always facilitated by making use of them for some socially useful purpose. Such use
is therefore desirable but it must not change the lay-out or decoration of the building”.

There are 1535 objects in the list of historical monuments on the occupied territory of Abkhazia.
The following is an incomplete list of the Georgian cult buildings and cultural sites towards which
vandal actions were taken in order to erase the Georgian footprint and require urgent, professional
restoration:

1. Church of St. George of llori (XI cent.);

Until 2008, there were two Father Monasteries and a Nunnery in the Kodori Gorge the clergy
(up to 15 people) of which were expelled from the monasteries after the 2008 war. The situation is
particularly grave in the Gali district, where ethnically Georgian Christians are left without a spiritual
Father.

1.4.3. Occupied Tskhinvali region

Like the Autonomous Republic of occupied Abkhazia the situation in the occupied part of Tskhinvali
region is also grave, where in most Georgian Orthodox churches liturgy is not conducted in Georgian.
Most of the clergy are expelled from the area and the rest of the clergymen are subject to extreme
oppression. Georgian cult buildings are also in quite a difficult situation. The Georgian parishioners
living on the other side of the dividing line are often restricted from visiting cemeteries of relatives
and family members and attending religious services in the churches on the occupied territory.
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1.4.4. Difficult Condition of the Georgian Cult Buildings in the Occupied Tskhinvali Region

All the churches in the occupied Tskhinvali region (numbering several hundred, including cas-
tles and towers) are monuments of Georgian architecture. After the occupation, illegal construction
works were systematically carried out in the region for the conversion of churches and monasteries.

Monitoring on the Tskhinvali region is almost impossible and the real situation of a small part of
the remaining cultural heritage is scarcely known. The fate of most of the monuments there is un-
known. It is clear that all of the remaining historical monuments are vulnerable and in danger.

Given the aforementioned harsh reality, there is an incomplete list of those Georgian religious
buildings and cultural monuments in the occupied Tskhinvali region, against which vandal actions
were carried out in order to remove the Georgian footprint and require immediate, professional
restoration:

1. Nikozi Monastery Complex (XI cent.);

2. The main church of the Archangels at Ikorta Complex (XII c.);
3. The Residence of Eristavis (Dukes) of Ksani (late middle ages);

14. Tamarasheni House-Museum of lvane Machabeli a writer and translator (XVIII-XIX cc.), as
well as the house of Giorgi Machabeli in Kurta (XVIII-XIX cc.);

15. Dormition Cathedral of the Virgin Mary in Tskhinvali (XVIII cent.);
16. Tigva Monastery (XII cent.);
17. 17. Church of Gverda in the Znauri region (Middle Ages);

18. Dzelitskhoveli Church in Disevi (X cent.);
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19. Kulbiti St. Mary’s Church (XIV cent.);

20. Like churches, castles of Beloti (X cent.), Karchokhi (IX cent.), Vanati (XVI cent.), Kekhvi (XVI
cent.), Dzaghina (XVIl cent.) and hundreds of other castles are on the verge of collapse;

27. Kheiti — St. Saba’s Monastery (X cent.), Churches of the Virgin, Jvaripatiosani (Holy Cross) and
Dzelitskhoveli (all three of XIII-XIV cc.), Church of the Savior and the Tower (both XVII-XVIII cc.);

28. Ksani Gorge Historical-Architectural Museum-Reserve in Daba Akhalgoriis in constant danger,
where 4 594 exhibits are preserved;

29. St. George’s Church of Armazi in the Akhalgori region (IX cent.);
30. Largvisi Monastery (VI-VIII cc.);

31. Virgin Monastery Complex of Tskhavati (IX-XIII cc.);

32. St. Barbara’s Church of Doretkari (VII-XIV cc.);

33. Sabatsminda Monastery (X cent.).

We'd like to thank the Government of the Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia, the State Ministry
for Reconciliation and Civic Equality of Georgia, the National Agency for Cultural Heritage Preser-
vation of Georgia and the Patriarchate of Georgia for providing factual material on the occupied
territories.

Georgia is a democratic country where the vast majority of the population — 84% — are Ortho-
dox Christians and the Jewish community, among the religious minorities, is the oldest with whom
Georgians have a unique, 26-century relationship that has already received the status of intangible
cultural heritage. The Islamic community of Georgia is 10% of the population, and the parish of the
Armenian Church of Georgia is about 3%. There are also Catholic, Protestant, Yezidi and other com-
munities in Georgia.

There are 2518 functioning cult buildings in Georgia. Of these, 2001 are Orthodox, meaning that
there is one cult building for 1, 548 Orthodox people. The Muslim community has 277 mosques, that
is one mosque for 1439 believers. The Armenian community owns 58 churches. The Jewish commu-
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nity prays in 20 synagogues. Overall, the total number of parishioners of the historical religions in
Georgia —Jewish, Muslim, Armenian, Catholic, and Yezidi communities is 536 921. The total number
of their functioning cult buildings is 386, which means that there is one active cult building for 1 391
believers. As for other, smaller confessions: e.g. There are 12395 Jehovah’s Witnesses living in Geor-
gia and there are 89 cult buildings, that means, there is 1 functioning cult building for 139 people.
On this background, the policy of deliberate destruction and erasing of Georgian footprints against
Georgian Orthodox churches in the occupied territories of Georgia is even more disturbing.

Current situation in terms of freedom of religion is very hard in the occupied territory of Georgia.
Ethnic-religious discrimination and segregation of Georgian Orthodox Christians is underway. All this
requires even more rapid and effective actions from the side of the friendly countries and interna-
tional organizations working on fundamental human rights to protect all fundamental rights of the
Georgian Orthodox population living in the occupied territories, as well as to allow the Orthodox
clergymen of Georgia to worship in Georgian in the occupied territories of Georgia and to survive
hundreds of Georgian, historical, religious and cultural monuments from demolition and transfor-
mation most of which are ancient and have their own, unique place not only in Georgia’s cultural
heritage.
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2. Governmental Action Plan on Protection of Human Rights for 2018-2020

The state has a “National Strategy on Protection of Human Rights “ and a “Governmental Action
Plan on Protection of Human Rights “ corresponding to this strategy, by years. Within the framework
of the Action Plan, the Agency systematically conducts events to promote tolerance and non-dis-
crimination environment, as well as to ensure freedom of religion and belief in accordance with the
standards provided by international and national legislation.

Within the framework of the “Governmental Action Plan on Human Rights Protection”, the State
Agency for Religious Issues has started to conduct trainings since 2015, which have been going on
for several years.

During the reporting period we would like to note the following trainings:

2.1. Trainings for Students

As part of the commitment under the “Governmental Action Plan for Human Rights Protection”
(2018-2020), including raising public awareness of freedom of religion and tolerance, the Agency
conducted a series of trainings at the universities of Georgia. More than 1000 students attended the
seminars.

2.2. Trainings for Media Representatives

Within the framework of the same Action Plan, the Agency conducted trainings for the repre-
sentatives of television, radio, newspapers and news agencies operating in Georgia in order to raise
awareness of the issues of freedom of religion, tolerance, equality and religious neutrality. In 2018
several dozen of media representatives were trained.

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2.3. Trainings for the Clergymen

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3. Raising Public Awareness in the Field of Religious Tolerance
3.1. Interreligious Calendar and Calendar in Braille

In 2014, a unique interreligious calendar project was created which includes the holidays of dif-
ferent religious communities in a single calendar format. The aim of the project is to raise awareness
among different religious groups (currently 11 religious denominations) and promote the develop-
ment of interreligious culture. It is important that the calendar since 2014 has been annually distrib-
uting not only to religious communities but to virtually all public agencies. This in turn, promotes
raising awareness of public servants in terms of religious diversity and tolerance.

The Interreligious Calendar unites religious holidays of eleven religious communities, such as: Ap-
ostolic Autocephalous Orthodox Church of Georgia, Jewish, Catholic, Muslim, Armenian Apostolic,
Spiritual Christian Molokans, Yezidi, Evangelical-Lutheran, Baptist, Evangelical-Protestant communi-
ties and Evangelical Faith Church of Georgia.

In 2016, a new format of the Interreligious Calendar — Calendar in Braille for the Blind — was de-
veloped, which is also published annually. By creating a new format of the Interreligious Calendar,
the The State Agency for Religious Issues takes social responsibility towards people with disabilities.

In 2018 and 2019, these calendars were traditionally published and uploaded electronically on
the agency’s official website.

3.2. Publications

The Agency systematically issues publications on freedom of religion and on the relationship be-
tween religions and the state.

During the reporting period, the materials of interreligious conference held by the Agency were
published. The onferences of 2018 and 2019 were distinguished by very important and topical issues:
On the 17th of July, 2018 the 3" Interreligious Conference “Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” was
held on the topic: “The Role of Religions in Georgia in 1918—2018". At the Conference the leaders of
religious communities in Georgia discussed the importance of the 100th anniversary since the decla-
ration of the First Democratic Republic of Georgia and the role of religions in post-imperial Georgia.

In 2019, another 4t interreligious conference”Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” was dedicated
to an equally important topic: “Religions on the Georgia’s Way to European Integration”, which fo-
cused on Georgia’s historical, European choice and future development. The leaders of the religious
organizations participating in the conference signed the declaration.

The materials of the Interreligious Conference are printed and uploaded electronically on the of-

With these editions, the The State Agency for Religious Issues has continued the tradition of pub-
lications, among which the books of the past years should be highlighted:

a) The textbook — “Secularism and Religious Neutrality in Public Service”;

b) A series of publications — “Law and Religion”;
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Book | — “Judgments of the European Court for Human Rights on Freedom of Religion”, with re-
gard to Article 9 of the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Basic Freedoms
(62 cases in total);

Book Il — “The United Nations, the Council of Europe, the OSCE, the Venice Commission and the
Oslo Coalition Documents on Freedom of Religion”;

Book Ill — “Legislation on Freedom of Religion and Belief of Romania, Bulgaria, Austria, Latvia,
Lithuania, Estonia, Moldova, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Russia and Belarus”.

The Agency with the support of the Konrad Adenauer Stiftung South Caucasus published a guide-
book on “Secularism and Religious Neutrality in Public Service” in 2016. (refer to the electronic

3.3. Map of Functioning Cult Buildings in Georgia and Religious Maps

In 2016, the State Agency for Religious Issues launched a new project “Religious Map” in the for-
mat of interreligious dialogue. Initially, two versions of the religious map were created —regional and
district and then a Map of Functioning Cult Buildings.

During the reporting period, a presentation of the Map of Functioning Cult Buildings in Georgia,
based on information provided by the religious organizations and local authorities in Georgia, was held.

The Map of Functioning Cult Buildings in Georgia shows the number of functioning cult buildings
at the level of municipalities and percentages — at the regional level and; also, statistics of most reli-
gious confessions in Georgia. There is both a published and electronic version of the map, the latter
is available on the special space of the agency’s website: https://religion.gov.ge/cults/

It is noteworthy that the Map of Functioning Cult Buildings in Georgia is a continuation of the
project of the The State Agency for Religious Issues. In particular, regional and district maps were
published in past years, showing religious composition of the population in numbers and percent-
ages. About 25 religious cult buildings of historical significance on the territory of Georgia including
Orthodox, Armenian-Apostolic, Catholic, Evangelical-Lutheran and Evangelical-Protestant Churches,
as well as Muslim, Jewish, Yezidi cult buildings have been uploaded in 3D format to the special space
of the webpage of the The State Agency for Religious Issues. The map was published and a special
website developed. https://religion.gov.ge/statmaps/

3.4. International Day for Tolerance

Regarding the Day for Tolerance, the State Agency for Religious Issues has established a tradition
according to which one of the religious communities in Georgia hosts leaders and parishioners of
other religious organizations.

On November 16, 2016, Georgian Orthodox Church hosted religious communities in Georgia.

On November 16, 2017, the host was the Jewish community of Georgia. The reception was held
at the David Baazov Museum of History of Jews of Georgia and Georgian-Jewish Relations.
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On November 16, 2018, the religious organizations in Georgia were hosted by the Apostolic Ad-
ministration of the Caucasus.

In 2019, the Administration of Muslims of All Georgia held a reception for the representatives of
the religious organizations in Georgia on the International Day for Tolerance.

Traditional meetings on the International Day for Tolerance became a manifestation of the Geor-
gian culture of religious tolerance and would be continued in the following years.

3.5. Exhibition — “Religions in Georgia”

In 2018, at the National Museum of Georgia, the State Agency for Religious Issues together with
the Museum organized an exhibition — “Religions in Georgia”. The aim of the exhibition was to pro-
mote an environment of religious diversity, tolerance and mutual respect in Georgia, as well as to
raise public awareness and inform them about different religions. Various religious garments, litera-
ture and ritual inventory were presented in the form of exhibits at the exhibition.

The opening of the exhibition was attended by the religious confessions existed in Georgia: Geor-
gian Orthodox Church, Muslim community, Jewish community, Diocese of the Armenian Apostolic
Church in Georgia, Catholic, Baptist, Evangelical-Protestant, Evangelical-Lutheran and Evangelical
Faith Churches of Georgia, Yazidi community, International Society for Krishna Consciousness, as
well as members of the Parliament and Government of Georgia, representatives of the diplomatic
corps and universities. The exhibition lasted for 6 months and aroused great interest. In the future,
renewal of exhibition is planned.

It should be noted that the first exhibition on religious tolerance, initiated by the The State Agen-
cy for Religious Issues and organized by llia Chavchavadze State Museum, was held in 2015 in Kvareli,
on the occasion of the llia Day. At the photo exhibition “llia and Religious Tolerance”, attended by
the representatives of the Interreligious Council, among other exhibits, llia’s personal Bible and the
Quran were displayed.

3.6. Photo Album — “Religions in Georgia”

The photo album “Religions in Georgia” reflecting Georgia’s religious-cultural diversity and the
biographies and photos of religious leaders was developed in 2018 by the State Agency for Religious
Issues and released in 2019. The album is divided according to the Georgian regions and depicts
important and historical cult buildings of most religious communities in these regions. The separate
chapters of the album are dedicated to the occupied territories of Georgia and a deplorable condi-
tion of the Georgian Orthodox churches there.

During an official visit to the United States in 2019, the President of Georgia Salome Zurabishvili
presented the US President Donald Trump with the photo album “Religions in Georgia”.

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4. Cooperation With State Agencies
4.1. The Parliament of Georgia

The meeting with the representatives of religious confessions initiated by the State Agency for
Religious Issues and the Committee on Human Rights and Civil Integration of the Parliament of Geor-
gia was first held in December 2017.

In 2018, the The State Agency for Religious Issues was involved in the activities of a working group
on the issues related to freedom of religion set up by the Parliamentary Committee on Human Rights
and Civil Integration.

During the meetings of the Interreligious Council at the State Agency for Religious Issues various
important issues are discussed, some of which are being discussed at the highest legislative body of
Georgia. In 2019, five meetings were held in total. The working group consisted of the clergymen of
the religious organizations operating in Georgia, the State Agency for Religious Issues, MPs of Geor-
gia and the representatives of non-governmental and international organizations.

At the meetings, the issues related to increasing the number of beneficiaries in terms of religious
funding, adopting legal regulations for religious education, setting up a special parliamentary group
to address the challenges facing religious organizations and other important matters were discussed.

4.2. Governmental Structures of Georgia

Since its establishment, the State Agency for Religious Issues has been cooperating closely with
various governmental agencies in Georgia and has been actively involved in the activities related to
human rights protection, secularism and tolerance.

During the reporting period, the The State Agency for Religious Issues was involved in the perma-
nent interagency commission, which was established by the decree of the Government of Georgia
with the aim of defining Georgia’s unified policy in the field of combating terrorism, minimizing and
preventing threats to the country, as well as promoting coordinated activities of the state struc-
tures. The permanent interagency commission developed a national strategy against terrorism and
a relevant action plan. The The State Agency for Religious Issues is also involved in another State
Interagency Commission, within the framework of which there is a working group on Pankisi Gorge
development issues.

The State Agency for Religious Issues is actively cooperating with the Ministry of Education, Sci-
ence, Culture and Sport of Georgia. In March, 2019 on the basis of the letter of LEPL the State
Agency for Religious Issues, regarding the study of information on the seized and disputed religious
buildings of various confessions during the period of 1921-1991 and on the supply of relevant mate-
rials, the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sports sent a letter to LEPL Giorgi Chubinashuvili
Research Center and LEPL National Agency for Cultural Heritage Preservation of Georgia.

During the reporting period, the The State Agency for Religious Issues was systematically involved
in interagency commissions within the framework of cooperation with various agencies of the Gov-
ernment of Georgia:
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The Agency representative has been participating for years in various projects or commissions
of the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sports of Georgia dedicated to cultural
heritage issues. The Agency also takes part in the discussion of issues related to the
development of local cultural routes in Georgia and to Georgia’s participation in the Council
of Europe’s cultural routes;

The Agency representative was involved as a jury member in the contest “Promoting Creative
Activities for Preserving the Identity of Ethnic Minorities”organized by the Ministry of
Education, Science, Culture and Sport of Georgia;

The Agency participated in a project of the Government of Georgia on the definition of a
category of national importance for some immovable cultural heritage sites;

The The State Agency for Religious Issues together with the Ministry of IDPs from the Occupied
Territories, Labor, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia is involved in a working group set up to
comply with the requirements of the “Law of Georgia on Licensing of Educational Activities”,
concerning the functioning of boarding houses of religious organizations.
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5. Cooperation with Local and International Organizations

The State Agency for Religious Issues, as a public agency, regularly cooperates with various local
NGOs, including the “Georgian Foundation for Strategic and International Studies” (Rondel Foun-
dation), the “Human Rights Education and Monitoring Center” (EMC), the “Human Rights Center”
(HRIDC), “Tolerance and Diversity Institute”(TDI) etc.

The Agency also cooperates with international organizations and together with various agencies
is involved in the preparation of joint reports, which means to provide information on current situa-
tion in the field of religion and on the activities implemented by the Agency, including:

e In2018,relevantinformationinthefield of religion was provided regarding theimplementation
of ECRI (European Commission Against Racism and Intolerance) Fifth Cycle Recommendations;

e In 2018, within the framework of the 11th meeting of the Georgia-EU Human Rights Dialogue
(HRD), held in Brussels, the The State Agency for Religious Issues provided the EU with
relevant information in English;

e In 2018, in the framework of the Universal Periodic Review of Human Rights Council, the
Agency provided information on the activities carried out by the Agency regarding the
recommendations issued to Georgia;

e In 2019, the Agency representation attended the presentation of the project of the Georgian
Foundation for Strategic and International Studies, which focused on Supporting Participatory
and Inclusive Governance in Mountainous Guria and Adjara:

e In 2019, the Agency provided relevant information to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Georgia for the 5th periodic report on the implementation of the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights, submitted to the UN Human Rights Committee;

e At the end of 2019, the Agency prepared information on the activities fulfilled within the
framework of the Human Rights Council Resolution and provided to the Office of the UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights.
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6. Funding of Religious Organizations Within the Framework of Compensation
for the Damage Caused by the Soviet Totalitarian Regime

Although the State of Georgia is not a successor of the Soviet regime, and therefore has no obliga-
tion to pay the damage caused during the Soviet totalitarian regime, in the framework of Resolution
N117 of the Government of Georgia dated January 27, 2014, 4 religious denominations — Islamic,
Jewish, Roman Catholic and Armenian Apostolic Religious associations get symbolic and partial com-
pensation for the damage caused during the Soviet totalitarian regime, which is used for the devel-
opment, unification and peaceful coexistence of the religious communities in the country.

In addition, religious associations get financial and property assistance from local budgets to sat-
isfy religious needs of the community.

6.1. Applications for Increasing the Circle of Beneficiary Confessions

In 2018, first the Spiritual Council of Yazidis, then the Evangelical-Protestant Church of Georgia
and later the Evangelical-Lutheran Church applied to the State Agency for Religious Issues requesting
to be added to the list of beneficiary confessions. A similar desire was later expressed by the Evan-
gelical-Lutheran Church. All relevant agencies are being consulted on this issue.
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7. ,Recommendatory Commission on Property and Financial Needs of the Religious
Associations”

Georgia has no obligation to restitute property confiscated during the Soviet period, as independ-
ent Georgia is not a legal successor of the Soviet Union, nonetheless the State of Georgia returns
those cult buildings to the religious organizations which after the restoration of independence ba-
ceme the actual property of the state.

There is a “Recommendatory Commission on Property and Financial Issues of the Religious As-
sociations” at the State Agency for Religious Issues. According to the decision of the commission,
since 2014 to present 212 mosques throughout Georgia, both Sunni and Shia, were returned to the
Muslim community. In addition, in 2015 the state purchased two 4-storey buildings (in total GEL 5
million) in Batumi and handed over to the LEPL Administration of Muslims of All Georgia: One build-
ing — for Mufti’s residence and the other — for a religious school (Madrasa).

20 synagogues were given to the Jewish community. All of them are restored and preserved, and
they represent a cultural heritage site and are protected by law.

As a result of two-year intensive negotiations with the local authorities and according to the
Governmental Resolution, the The State Agency for Religious Issues gave 1200 sq.m. piece of land in
Rustavi to the Apostolic Administration of the Caucasus with the right to ownership and to build a
church, instead of 500 sg.m land which they owned. The Merciful Jesus Catholic Church has already
been built, opened and liturgy is conducted.

Today the Armenian Apostolic Church has 58 functioning churches in Georgia, most of which are
cultural heritage sites — they are preserved, repaired and protected by the state. The restored Surb
Gevork Church was officially opened in Thilisi, part of the restoration works was financed by “Kartu
Group”. In 2016, the rehabilitation and restoration works of Tbilisi Norashen Church were completed
which cost the state up to GEL 1 million. Rehabilitation works of Moghnisi Church have been going
on.

The Evangelical-Protestant Church of Georgia had no prayer house for years to perform religious
services. In 2015, with the support of the State Agency for Religious Issues the Georgian Evangel-
ical-Protestant Church was given a building for the house of worship in Gori. In 2016, the Agency
issued a recommendation for the construction of a new church in Rustavi. In the same year, on the
recommendation of the Agency, the Evangelical-Protestant Church in Rustavi was additionally given
a plot of land (150 sg.m.) together with a building on it to expand the church. In 2016, on the recom-
mendation of the Agency, an additional plot of land (431 sg.m.) was given to the church in Gori for
social and charitable activities.

With the direct assistance of the State of Georgia, for the first time in the post-Soviet era, Yazidi
community was given a plot of land in Thilisi for the construction of a cult building. On June 16, 2015
a Yazidi cult building and cultural center were opened in Thilisi.

In 2017, the Evangelical-Lutheran Church of Georgia celebrated the 200th anniversary of the
establishment of Germans in Georgia. On this date, the Georgian government made a political deci-
sion: the Georgian Evangelical-Lutheran Church, for the first time in its history in Georgia, was given
5500 sq.m. of non-agricultural piece of land together with the church and building on it in Thilisi.
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Also the state expresses readiness and the Agency is considering a possibility of funding the Evan-
gelical-Lutheran Church along with four major confessions.

The Union of Evangelical Christian Baptist Church of Georgia with the help of the State Agency
for Religious Issues for the first time in its history was allowed to build a church in Thilisi which was
opened in the fall of 2017.

In 2016, Thilisi International Baptist Church was officially opened. Its founder is Charles Hoblitz,
an American citizen and the parish is represented by the English-speaking foreign citizens. In 2016,
on the recommendation of the The State Agency for Religious Issues, a permission to build a house
of worship was issued. In 2016, with the help of the Agency, the Church received permission from
the Thilisi City Hall to expand the house of worship. Thilisi International Baptist Church actively co-
operates with the State Agency for Religious Issues on all important matters related to the field of
religion.

9. “Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” — Conferences / Declarations

On the initiative of the State Agency for Religious Issues a conference , Interreligious Dialogue for
Peace” is held annually, which is dedicated to various topical issues. The theme of the traditional,
annual conference addresses and responds to the challenges of the modern world that are being
discussed by the representatives of religious organizations and academic circles in Georgia.

During the reporting period, on the initiative of the Agency on July 17, 2018 the 3rd Interreligious
Conference — “Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” — was held on the topic “The Role of Religions in
Georgia from 1918 to 2018”. The conference was attended by the representatives of the Georgian
authorities, religious organizations, international organizations and the diplomatic corps. The speakers
touched upon the historical context of the last hundred years, its impact on particular religious com-
munities and the role of the independent Georgian state in creating a tolerant environment in Georgia.

At the 4th Conference “Religions on the Georgia’s Way to European Integration” held on October
24, 2019 a declaration was signed, in which the religions in Georgia, expressed their support for a
historical choice announced by the universal plebiscite — a European course by maintaining and pro-
tecting fundamental values of national traditions, family and faith; condemned the abduction and
killing of civilians in the occupied territories of Georgia; as well as all facts of gross alteration, closure,
or destruction of religious buildings with a purpose of erasing ethnic-historical traces.

The conferences held and the declaration adopted during the reporting period represent a continu-
ation of the cycle of conferences that the Agency has been conducting since 2016. On March 8, 2015,
at Thilisi Tolerance Square the first Declaration “Woman — Envoy for Peace” was signed by the State
Agency for Religious Issues and religious organizations of Georgia, stating that religious organizations
together with the state, “will support the recognition and protection of women’s rights; they con-
demned and continue to condemn all forms of violence, oppression and discrimination based on de-
grading human dignity against women; provide all the necessary conditions and take special care of so-
cially vulnerable women, pregnant women, mothers of many children, women living in nursing homes
and medical facilities, women with disabilities, female prisoners and women probationers; based on
their religious teachings, they will promote equality between men and women before the law “.

In 2016, on the initiative of the State Agency for Religious Issues the 1 conference on the topic
— “Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” was held, which aimed at sharing opinions of the representa-
tives of religions in Georgia on the pressing issues of our society and reconciling ideas for promoting
peaceful coexistence and cooperation of different religions. A joint declaration was adopted at the
conference in which religious organizations in Georgia endorsed the eternal values of peace, friend-
ship and mutual respect. The Declaration states: “The parties involved in interreligious dialogue
promote co-operation between religions and the formation of a high-moral society focused on the
protection of human dignity and family sanctity, equality and solving social problems.”

On the 15™ of November, 2017 the representatives of religious organizations in Georgia, mem-
bers of the Parliament of Georgia and the Government of Georgia, representatives of the diplomatic
corps, universities gathered in the format of the 2" conference “Interreligious Dialogue for Peace”
— entitled “Religious Tolerance in Georgia”.

The materials of the Interreligious Conference “Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” are published
annually and are uploaded on the Agency’s website.

“Interreligious Dialogue for Peace” held in 2019 it was adopted a
DECLARATION

Religions on the Georgia’s Way to European Integration

We, the religions in Georgia,
Acknowledging Georgia’s historical aspiration into the European family and culture,
Relying on the will of the Georgian society expressed in the plebiscite,

Considering the importance and role of religions in the formation of public consciousness and
way of life,

We agree on the following:

1. We support the fundamental human rights and freedom of religion and belief;

2. We believe that the role of Georgia, as a historical member of the ancient European cultural
family and a country with a tradition of distinguished tolerance is important for the modern
European community, as well as the achievements of the European countries in the field of
protection of fundamental human rights — for the development of our country;

3. We condemn abduction and killing of civilians in the occupied territories of Georgia; as well
as all facts of gross alteration, closure, or destruction of religious buildings with a purpose of
erasing ethnic-historical traces;

4. We oppose facts of restriction of freedom of religion and belief in the occupied territories of
Georgia and support the process of restoring Georgia’s territorial integrity;

5. We support a historical choice of Georgia, announced by the universal plebiscite, — the
European course, by maintaining and protecting fundamental values of national traditions,
family and faith.

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10. State Language for the Clergymen

In 2019, the State Agency for Religious Issues initiated a new project, “State Language for the
Clergymen”. The idea of creating the project was due to a series of workshops “Human Rights and
Religious Tolerance” held by the Agency throughout Georgia within the framework of the Govern-
mental Action Plan on Human Rights Protection for 2018-2020, during which it became clear that
due to inadequate knowledge of the state language some clergymen of religious minorities partic-
ipating in the seminars had difficulty understanding the topic. In addition to learning the state lan-
guage, the project also aims to encourage public participation in all sectors of society regardless of
their religious affiliation. Thus, it was decided to implement a project of state importance, entitled:
“State Language for the Clergymen”, within the framework of which a Memorandum of Cooperation
was signed with Zurab Zhvania School of Public Administration.

During the current reporting period, the first three-month phase of the project was ended in
which the Muslim community of Georgia participated. In the second phase, the clergy of the Arme-
nian Apostolic Church and the Evangelical Lutheran Church joined the Muslims. The parishioners
of these churches, who will join the third phase of the project, also expressed their willingness to
participate in the project.

Promoting religious knowledge and culture among youth, the State Agency for Religious Issues
since its establishment has been actively cooperating with the academic sector as well as with var-
ious agencies and organizations.

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12. State Relations with Religious Organizations

The central government of Georgia under the leadership of the Prime Minister and the represent-
atives of the The State Agency for Religious Issues, traditionally attend major holidays of historical
religions operating in Georgia, including the great holidays of the Georgian Apostolic Autocephalous
Orthodox Church — Easter, Christmas and Svetitskhovloba; also great holidays of the Muslim com-
munity and hold Iftar dinners for the Muslim community; and the President and Prime Minister of
Georgia light the first and eighth candles in the synagogue, symbolically, on the occasion of Hanuk-
kah of the Jewish community.

The The State Agency for Religious Issues regularly meets with the leaders of various religious or-
ganizations and attends their annual reports, charity events, conferences, special holidays, considers
their applications and helps according to their needs.

In the reporting period of 2018 two religious buildings of religious minorities were opened in
Rustavi: Evangelical-Protestant Church (08.01.2018) and Catholic Church named after the Merciful
Jesus (06.10.2018).

In 2018, a special three-day International Religious Convention of Jehovah’s Witnesses was held
at the Thilisi Olympic Palace, attended by about 2500 citizens of several countries besides the Geor-
gian citizens. A delegation of the State Agency for Religious Issues was also invited as a guest of hon-
or at the convention. The organizers of the congress thanked the agency leadership for its assistance
in organizational matters.

In 2019, the second three-day international convention of Jehovah’s Witnesses was held peace-
fully in compliance with all the necessary rules at the new “Sports Palace” in Thilisi. The congress
was attended by a delegation of the The State Agency for Religious Issues. The organizers of the
convention thanked the agency for their help and support.

OnJuly 17, 2019 the representatives of the State Agency for Religious Issues held an introductory
meeting with the Archimandrite Kirakos Davtian, the new Head of the Diocese of the Armenian Ap-
ostolic Orthodox Holy Church in Georgia.

OnJuly 18, 2019 the representatives of the State Agency for Religious Issues held an introductory
meeting with the new Primate of Samtskhe-Javakheti and Tsalka General Prelacy of the Armenian
Apostolic Diocese in Georgia Rev. Father Vardapet Maghakia Amiryan.

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14. Charity Events

Since 2015, the State Agency for Religious Issues has been actively conducting charity activities
throughout Georgia, which includes providing free medical care as well as supply of clothing for the
vulnerable children and adults. The charity events are organized by the State Agency for Religious
Issues, with the participation of Georgian Patriarchate St. Joachim and St. Ann Medical Center, the
Administration of Muslims of All Georgia, Union of Evangelical Christian Baptist Church of Georgia
and other religions.

Since 2015 to present with the support of the Georgian Patriarchate and the Administration of
Muslims of all Georgia, charity events were held for the population of Tianeti, Dusheti, Gori, Batumi,
Akhaltsikhe, Adigeni, Sachkhere, Vani, Zugdidi, as well as Khulo highland villages and Khelvachauri
district. In addition, the Agency with the support of the Administration of Muslims of all Georgia
and Union of Evangelical Christian Baptist Church of Georgia, donated humanitarian aid to the pop-
ulation of Pankisi Gorge. With the initiative of the Agency and the support of the Administration of
Muslims of All Georgia the ritual building adjacent to the Duisi mosque was reconstructed in the vil-
lage of Duisi, Pankisi Gorge. The Agency representatives hold meetings with Pankisi Gorge residents
and Elderly Council members as needed.

In 2018, within the framework of a charity event 70 wheelchairs were donated to the “State Fund
for Protection and Assistance of Victims of Human Trafficking” and all the parishioners of religious
organizations living in different regions of Georgia which was jointly initiated and organized by the
The State Agency for Religious Issues, the Administration of Muslims of All Georgia and the Embassy
of the Republic of Turkey.

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18. Participation of the The State Agency for Religious Issues in Judicial Proceedings
Court Cases in 2018-2019

1. The plaintiff: LEPL Supreme Spiritual Administration of Muslims of All Georgia.

Defendant: LEPL State Agency for Religious Issues.

On October 31, 2017 the Supreme Spiritual Administration of Muslims of All Georgia appealed to
the Administrative Cases Panel of Thilisi City Court.

Subject of dispute: Annulment of an individual legal act N1/1147 of the LEPL State Agency for
Religious Issues of October 12, 2017 by which the request of plaintiff for public information was
refused.

According to the ruling of the Administrative Cases Panel of Thilisi City Court of February 15, 2018
without oral hearing the lawsuit was left unconsidered.

2. The plaintiff: LEPL Supreme Spiritual Administration of Muslims of All Georgia

On April 5, 2019, the Supreme Spiritual Administration of Muslims of All Georgia appealed to the
Administrative Cases Panel of Thilisi City Court.

Defendant: 1. LEPL State Agency for Religious Issues; 2. LEPL Union of Muslims of All Georgia; 3.
LEPL Administration of Muslims of All Georgia; 4. Representative Council of the Muslim Community
of Georgia.

Subject of dispute: Partial annulment of the Agreement between LEPL State Agency for Religious
Issues and Representative Council of the Muslim Community of Georgia, defining discrimination, im-
position of funds and recognition of LEPL Supreme Spiritual Administration of Muslims of All Georgia
as a member of the Representative Council.

The first preparatory hearing on the case was held on June 26, 2019 and thereafter, three pre-
paratory hearings were held on the issue of judgment.

According to the ruling of the Administrative Cases Panel of the Thilisi City Court dated October
30, 2019, the lawsuit of the Supreme Spiritual Administration of Muslims of All Georgia was trans-
ferred to the Civil Cases Panel of the Thilisi City Court for consideration.

Civil Cases Panel of Thilisi City Court considered the case on December 5, 2019 without oral
hearing and dismissed the claim of the plaintiff, LEPL Supreme Spiritual Administration of Muslims.
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19. Reorganization of the State Agency For Religious Issues

By the Decree N24 of the Government of Georgia dated January 24, 2018 the Resolution N177 of
the Government of Georgia dated February 13, 2014 was amended, according to which paragraph
2 of Article 4 of the Statute of the Agency approved by the Decree is hereby amended as follows.
In particular: instead of Informational-Analytical Office Strategic Research, Analysis and Regional
Service was created. Also, the following 2 prima paragraphs were added to Article 4, according to
which none of the structural units comprises the following employees of the Agency: Media Manag-
er, Protocol Manager, Logistics Manager, IT Manager, Office Manager, Financial Manager. As a result
of reorganization, the Administrative Office and the International and Public Relations Office of the
Agency were also abolished.

By the same decree, the Agency’s staff schedule and salary fund were also approved. According
to staff schedule, the staff list of the Agency was 22.

According to the decree N162 of the Government of Georgia dated January 24, 2018, the staff list
and salary fund of the LEPL State Agency for Religious Issues was determined.

20. Representatives of the State Agency for Religious Issues in the Regions

regional representation meets the modern requirements of the Agency. In particular, regional offic-
es provide better coordination and co-operation with religious organizations and local authorities,
which, in turn, makes the Agency’s activities in the regions much more efficient and results-oriented.
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21. Relationship with Media

An open and transparent relationship with the media is important for the State Agency for Reli-
gious Issues. Any activity of the Agency’s representatives: meetings, participation in various events,
conferences organized by the Agency or visits are aired and transmitted through media outlets,
uploaded on the Agency’s web and Facebook pages, as well as on Twitter. Also, any publications,
interreligious calendar and religious maps of the The State Agency for Religious Issues are uploaded
on the website. In 2019, a new version of the website of the The State Agency for Religious Issues
was made that significantly simplified navigation.

In 2018 225 pieces of information together with the photos were spread through the Agency’s
website and “Facebook” page. In 2019, 163 pieces of information with photos were spread. Over
the past two years, 388 pieces of information with photos where aired.

In 2018, 68 pieces of information and in 2019 49 pieces of information were spread on “Twitter”
in English. Over the past two years, 117 pieces of information were spread in English.

The The State Agency for Religious Issues is actively cooperating with the news agency “Inter-
pressnews”. During the reporting period, 320 information with photos were spread through “Inter-
pressnews”.

Journalists from various TV channels are invited to cover the events of the The State Agency for
Religious Issues. In the reporting period, namely in 2018 54 stories and in 2019 60 TV stories were
aired. In the past two years, 114 news stories were broadcast.
